Beulah Chris-
tian Academy and the Pine Knot Job Corps (both in McCreary 
County) tied for 2nd Place with 25 volunteers each.

Remember, it is important to report your cleanup results to 
PRIDE. To receive reimbursement for PRIDE Club funds, a 
Spring Cleanup Score Sheet must be submitted by June 13. Also, 
trophies will be given to the school, county, city and nonprofi t 
organization with the most Spring Cleanup volunteers. You can 
print a score sheet at www.kypride.org/cal/springcleanup.php.
